
Day 1: Recognizing Cheap Fakes
Scripture: Mark 7:6-8
Reflection: Reflect on the ways in which your faith might resemble a "comfortable family
hobby" rather than a personal relationship with Jesus. Consider the symbols and traditions you
might be prioritizing over a genuine connection with Christ.
Prayer: Ask God to reveal any areas in your life where you have substituted genuine faith with
mere traditions or routines. Pray for a heart that seeks a deeper relationship with Him.

Day 2: The Importance of Ownership
Scripture: John 10:10
Reflection: Jesus offers us life to the full, but this requires moving from a passive faith to an
active, owned faith. Reflect on what it means to own your faith and how it can transform your
life.
Prayer: Pray for the courage to take ownership of your faith. Ask God to help you see the areas
where you need to take initiative and grow closer to Him.

Day 3: Signs of Ownership
Scripture: Mark 12:30
Reflection: Consider the signs of owning your faith: taking initiative, seeking growth, having an
appetite for God's Word, living sacrificially, and desiring to see others come to Christ. Reflect on
which of these areas you excel in and which need more attention.
Prayer: Ask God to help you develop these signs of ownership in your life. Pray for a heart that
loves Him with all your heart, soul, mind, and strength.

Day 4: The Cost of Indifference
Scripture: John 3:30
Reflection: Reflect on the dangers of indifference in your faith. Consider how minimizing sin
and not thinking critically about your beliefs can lead you away from a true relationship with
Jesus.
Prayer: Pray for a heart that is sensitive to sin and eager to repent. Ask God to help you think
critically and align your life with His Word.

Day 5: Embracing the Adventure



Scripture: Matthew 28:19-20
Reflection: Owning your faith leads to an adventurous life with Christ. Reflect on the mission
Jesus has given you and how you can actively participate in His work.
Prayer: Pray for boldness to embrace the adventure of following Jesus. Ask God to use you to
make disciples and share His love with others.

Each day, take time to meditate on the scripture, reflect on the questions, and pray earnestly.
